| The impugned provisions of the Act transgress the rights
under Articles 17 and 140A of the Constitution of all
elected officers of local governments in the Province
including the appellants, Such violations which affect the
fundamental rights of a large body of persons representing
all the electors in the Province are questioned in the

present petition.

2. The submissions made by the learned counsel
for the appellants, prima facie, attract the provisions of
Article 184(3) of the Constitution. Whether the contents of
the Constitution Petittion fully reflect these grievances/
submissions can be examined at the time of hearing of the
main petition. Office is directed to register the Constitution

Petition and fix the same in Court for hearing.
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
